MARIE SKEODOWSKA-CURIE

Marie Sktodowska-Curie was born on 7" November 1867 in Warsaw in Poland. She was a brilliant scientist. She was the first
woman to win two Nobel prizes. She was the youngest child of well-known teachers. Her father taught mathematics and physics,
her mother ran a famous school for girls. Marie was an excellent pupil. She wanted to study at university, but Marie’s family
didn’t have enough money to pay for her studies. So she earned it by teaching children in rich families. She taught them to read
and write. Later, when she had her own children, daughters Irene and Eve, she was rich enough to pay for their education herself.
In 1891 Marie went to France and started studying at the university. By 1894 she finished her studies in physics and maths. Later,
she was introduced to Pierre Curie, her future husband. At their wedding Marie didn’t wear a beautiful white dress but a very
simple and blue one that she could wear in her laboratory too. Her findings changed the world of science. She died near Paris in
1934.

TOO YOUNG TO DRINK THEM?

Is cappuccino your favourite hot drink or do you prefer iced energy drinks?

34% of teenagers drink coffee every day. Energy drinks are even more popular among them. Why?

‘A strong espresso helps me to get up,” says Neil, an art student. ‘I have more energy and I can study longer.’

Scientists agree that one or two small cups of coffee per day are not dangerous but they say that too much coffee is not good for
our health. For example, people who overuse coffee can feel nervous or even panic. It’s also true that some people mustn’t drink
any coffee because they feel unwell after only one cup.

Energy drinks are similar to coffee. Their overuse (more than one can a day) combined with intensive physical activity can
damage the heart.

Anyway, coffee and energy drinks are a big business. Coffee, a psychoactive drug, is often found in sweets, for example in
chocolate, both milk and dark, in ice-cream or in cakes. The problem is that we don’t often know how much coffee is in them. For
example, if we have a coffee cake in a restaurant, the menu doesn’t inform us about the amount of coffee in it.

Energy drinks look attractive and people who make them speak about them attractively too. They say, for example, that energy
drinks give us energy and that they make us happy. They sometimes give free energy drinks to students to ‘teach’ them to drink
them (and pay for them later).

So, when you stop at a drinks machine next time, first ask yourself if you are thirsty. Then think carefully which drink is the best
for you.
